THE MINUTES OF THE FEBRUARY 28, 2018 WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

1.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was present. Interconnection tank is in the ground and not active yet, there are hydrants on both ends of it; one to bleed off Windham and the other to bleed off Hensonville.  Three different companies have visited to automate Indian Heights and the School Bus Garage.  Next meeting should have four quotes. Today we had one complaint from a homeowner about water quality. The problem is their internal plumbing. Commissioner Murray has fixed the same problem for the business owner about his water quality this past winter, he explained to the Board what was done.  The last on Evergreen Const.’s punch list is the markers on the fire hydrants and the vault. The Water Report for DEC was done today. Kyle will be working on the annual quality water report for Windham next week. Josh Vital has the annual quality report for Hensonville done.  The Windham Country Club will be hooking up to the water next week (they have already submitted their application).
2.CEDARWOOD ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES:  Agreement between the Town of Windham and Cedarwood Environmental Services for May 1, 2019- April 30, 2021Water Treatment Plant Operator.  “The Town of Windham is desirous for entering into an agreement for the purchase of services for operator and technical support to complete the agreed upon tasks as they relate to the operation of the Hensonville Water Filtration Treatment Plant for a period of two (2) years.”  A motion to approve the contract and authorize the Supervisor to sign was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor. 
3.APPLICATION FOR TOWN WATER SERVICE: Kanchha & Pasi Sherpa, 5300 #1 State Route 23, Windham, is requesting a residential hook-up Tax Map #78.19-2-40. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Van Valin, with all in favor.  Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz recommends they will need an easement to go through someone else’s property to hook up. Kyle has verified this with the Account Clerk Bette Rhoades on the Windham Water District map. The property will need a water meter with an outside reader as this is required on all accounts.
4.APPLICATION FOR TOWN WATER SERVICE: Argent Land Ventures, LLC, Hemlock Development-Copper Ridge Trail is looking for 18 EDUs (water-hook ups).  This has been tabled per Supervisor Pelham. 
5.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #6 OF 2019: Bond Resolution for Water Project Phases I & II. “Superseding Bond Resolution of the Town of Windham, New York (the “town”), adopted March 28, 2019, authorizing the financing of improvements and other costs related and incidental thereto, for repairs, replacements and extensions of water infrastructure throughout the Town of Windham and the Hamlet of Hensonville within Windham Water District No. 1; estimating the maximum aggregate cost thereof to be $7,786,000.00; appropriating said amount therefore and authorizing the issuance of $7,786,000.00 serial bonds of the town to finance said cost”.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.

6.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #7 of 2019: Bond Resolution for Water Project Phase III. “Bond Resolution of the Town of Windham, New York (The “Town”), adopted March 28, 2019, authorizing the financing of improvements and other costs related and incidental thereto, for extensions of water mains on NYS Route 23 from NYS Route 296 to Mitchell Hollow Road; estimating the maximum aggregate cost thereof to be $1,780,000.00; appropriating said amount therefore and authorizing the issuance of $1,780,000.00 serial bonds of the town to finance said cost”. A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with all in favor.
WATER DISTRICT WARRANT #3 contained vouchers #36-48, totaling $5,016.12 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with all in favor.
