The Supervisor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and Councilman Peters opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 11, 2019 TOWN BOARD MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was not present.

2.DREAMALITY ENTERTAINMENT Film & Television Development is seeking permission to film at certain locations in the Town of Windham September 23-October 6, 2019. Al Creazzo was present. Al’s son SJ Creazzo is the Producer/Director; he is looking at various locations on Main Street, Windham between Church Street and Neapolis Pizzeria and would like permission to use the Police Station and the hallway at the Town Hall.  This is a self funded low impact drama film. A Certificate of Liability Insurance along with Worker’s Comp Insurance will be 
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provided to the Town for the above stated dates before the shooting begins. Police Chief Tryland noted the police office must have a Windham Police Officer present, the office cannot be left unattended and a regular day of business will have to apply as the Police cannot shut down due to filming.  Councilman Murray suggested mid-week or evenings would be quieter times for the filming. Supervisor Pelham suggested the weekend would even be better. SJ will be here the second week in August to go over the details better. The Town Board has given a tentative go-ahead until the Insurance can be received.
3.REQUEST PERMISSION TO USE CENTRE PROPERTY: Town of Windham Democratic Committee for the Democratic Caucus on Wednesday, July 24, 2019 @ 7:00 pm. On July 15, 2019 the Town Clerk called the Supervisor and the 4 Councilmen for a verbal pre-approval. Approval was unanimously approved.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Walker with all in favor. Ashland Community Church-Catskill Glee Club Concert on Sunday, September 22, 2019 @ 12 noon to 6:00 pm with the concert @ 3:00 pm. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Walker with all in favor. Greene Room Players- “Songbirds” for concerts on Friday, October 11, 2019 @ 7:00 pm & Saturday, December 14, 2019 @ 7:00 pm with rehearsals on October 7 & 10 and December 9 & 13, 2019 @ 5:00 pm–10:00 pm. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Walker with all in favor.
4.2019 PLANNING & ZONING SCHOOL Agenda hosted by Association of Towns & the Planning Federation. Four different locations are being offered:  Wednesday, September 18, 2019 @ Town of Hyde Park (Dutchess County); Thursday, September 26, 2019 @ Town of Lake George (Warren County); Friday, September 27, 2019 @ Town of Big Flats (Chemung County) & Monday, September 30, 2019 @ Town of Batavia (Genesee County). Councilman Murray would like to make a recommendation to pass this information to the Planning Board members and allow this to count towards their yearly credits that are needed for continuing Edu.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor.
5.NYSDEC CONSERVATION EASEMENT AND RE USE PLAN template has been provided to the Town Board for their review and approval to be used for the Paul & Nadia Morales property located at 88 County Route 65, Hensonville, NY, to the State at closing. Once approved, the Town Board will need a Resolution accepting the plan.  Town Attorney Larry Gardner has reviewed the template and he recommends the Town moving forward with this.
6.AMENDING “RULES GOVERNING WINDHAM PLANNING BOARD”:   Per the Town Attorney Larry Gardner no public hearing is needed.  The following changes will be added:   MEETINGS: 1st & 3rd Thursday of each month. Each meeting will hold the regular Planning Board meeting followed by the Architectural Review Board meeting.  All Planning Board meetings will start at 7:00 pm.  MEETING MINUTES: Planning Board and Architectural Review minutes serve as the historical records of the town.  The minutes serve as a legal record for the planning board/architectural review board’s actions and proceedings.  The Open Law Meeting 106, requires the recording secretary to make the minutes available to the public two weeks after the date of the meeting, with no delay.  All minutes are to be approved with a quorum and the recording secretary will need to record the approved quorum in handwriting and minutes will be hand signed by the recording secretary and dated, this Copy will be given to the Town Clerk for the official record to be filed.  Should there be a FOIL Request, these minutes will be used.  Amendment July 25, 2019 was adopted. Councilman Murray recommended they should follow the same rules as the Town Board does. A motion to approve the amendment was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Van Valin, with all in favor.
7.MOUNTAINTOP DETACHMENT 1274 Marine Corps League is requesting permission to use CD Lane Park on Saturday, September 7, 2019 @ 11:00 am - 6:00 pm. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd Councilman Murray, with all in favor.
8.TOWN BOARD RESOLUTION #29 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed to transfer funds to balance the Sewer District Fund accounts.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Murray, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor. GENERAL FUND RESOLUTION #15:  the following resolution was proposed to transfer funds to balance the 
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General Fund accounts.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Peters, 2nd by Councilman Murray, with all in favor.
9.GREENE COUNTY RESOLUTION #217-19: Awarding Bid for Propane; GREENE COUNTY RESOLUTION #218-19: Awarding Bid for Gasoline; GREENE COUNTY RESOLUTION #219-19: Awarding Bid for #2D Diesel Fuel.
10.AMBULANCE REPORT: Ambulance Administrator Davia Montie was not present.  Davia sent ahead for the Board’s review her report as follows: “Ambulance Report:96-2 was dropped off to Chris Sudta on 7/17 – it needs service, a few lights are out, including a brake light, he has to check the brakes/rotors and there has been a small leak in the exhaust manifold which has been getting worse and he needs to look at that as well. I am waiting to hear back from him. 96-1 will have to go for service when 96-2 gets back. We have received the bill for Amanda Rion’s college tuition. I spoke with Bonnie Poehmel, Town Clerk, there are additional fees that Amanda states she wasn’t aware of - there is a mandatory fee for accident/sick insurance if the student does not have health benefits, which Amanda does not. There is also a list of “mandatory comprehensive fees” - I have printed and attached the list off of the website. I received a letter of resignation from Cindy Loucks, as she is not able to do any regular shifts. I have also reached out to Mathew Morgan, as he has not done any shifts in quite some time. We have regular openings and need people that are able to fill shifts. Jim Brabazon and Judy Sweet have both been out for medical reasons for almost 7 months now and I have no real time frame of when either of them will be returning.  We received a thank you card and a donation of coffee, lots of coffee, from Sherrie Miltenberger for helping her Mom up and down the stairs into her car for doctor’s appointments for several weeks now. Is the presence of the ambulance needed for any length of time for the Women’s Expo?  And should we be putting on a second crew for part of the weekend of Aug 3rd & 4th for the event taking place at the mountain? (This would depend on whether or not 96-2 has returned)”.  Councilman Peters doesn’t think the Windham Ambulance will need a second crew for the August 3 & 4, 2019 for the event at Windham Mountain, nor for the Women’s Expo, August 17, 2019.  A letter of resignation was received from Cindy Loucks as she will no longer be able to take shifts on the Windham Ambulance.  Her resignation will be effective July 26, 2019.  The Board would like the Supervisor to send her a thank you for her service.  A motion to approve was made by Councilman Van Valin, 2nd by Councilman Peters, with all in favor. A letter was received from a patient using the Windham Ambulance service who is looking for financial aid support.  They are not able to pay their bill in full and would like to know what their options are.  The Supervisor will confirm with Bette Rhoades as she does the account billing for the Ambulance, what would be the minimum amount due and length of time to pay off.   A letter will then be written to the patient. 

11.HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent Gary Thorington was present. Greene County Highway Dept will be sealing the bridge on the west side of South Street.  They also will be starting the bridge at County Route 40 on Monday, July 29, 2019.  The Greene County Route 12 bike lane project on the east end will most likely not start until next year as they still need to complete the bidding.  A few months ago, CIA Security had installed a new alarm system at the highway garage.  The system is still not working at 100%; it is having problems with the zoning detection.  CIA Security just got sold to Doyle Security who re-billed us for this system, as Gary felt the system was inadequate and the bill was not paid in full. The new company is interested in doing business with the Town of Windham and they want to make sure this system is up and working properly. The NY Rising Project at County Route 56 is almost complete they are working on the guard rail and the line stripping. The highway guys are working at the Windham Path in a wet area at the southeast corner. They are working on putting a curtain drain on the upper side of the path, level with stone to the surface, so that it catches the surface water as well as the ground water. They will be installing pipes to raise the path.  The work is about 60-70% complete. The cost of pipe/fittings is $330 and the highway dept is donating the stone/dust. Greene County Soil & Water are also helping out with this project; they have an excavator and operator.  Temporary detour signs have been put up in the work area for the public.
12.POLICE REPORT: Police Chief Tor Tryland based on the conversation from the last meeting the civil service is in the works.  Greene County is doing an In-Service Training in the first week of August and they have invited the Windham Police to participate in the school active shooting 
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training. They have one position open and Officer Rogers will be participating. The cars are all good they have all had the regular maintenance completed.
13.COMMITTEE REPORTS: Councilman Walker has nothing to report on at this time. Councilman Peters is reviewing with Police Chief Tryland a town employee handbook draft policy and when ready he will present to the Board for their review.  Phone conversions of lines have started and there are no issues. Once this process is completed the Town will save 30% on phone bills. Councilman Peters is reviewing another town’s comprehensive plan and with those ideas, he would like to use them. We are updating our Comprehensive Plan – we should look at putting moratoriums in place, showing more process with description something to at least consider. Councilman Van Valin due to the recent heat wave the air conditioners at the Town’s various buildings were not working properly.  The a/c at the Centre Property has been repaired.  He has received price quotes to fix the a/c at the Library and the bookkeeper’s office. Councilman Murray has nothing to report on at this time. Supervisor Pelham noted that Cedarwood Environmental Services has provided to the Town Board a letter regarding the “proposal for roof replacement on the Elm Street, Hensonville and Influent pump stations associated with the Town of Windham Wastewater System”. The Board has noted receiving the letter.
COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC: none were noted.
