The President called the meeting to order at 8:15 pm
THE MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 22, 2019  WATER DISTRICT MEETING were approved as typed on a motion by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with 4 in favor, one absent.

1.DELAWARE ENGINEERING: John Brust was present. John met with Chip Seaman concerning the anticipated water billing at the Winwood Inn. John sent a memo to Chip as a Summary Memo for Chip to give to his 21 condo owners to let them know what is coming. 
2.WATER SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Water Superintendent Kyle Schwarz was not present. Kyle sent the following report for the Board’s review. “I don't have too much other than the attached file which is evergreens estimate ($12,675.00) for water service hook up to the new condo units on County Route 65. This will include a fire hydrant hook up as well; we have extras from the project last year so we'll only get charged for labor for that part. The only other fire hydrant on that road is extremely old and I will not use it for fear that we can't get it shut back off and we would have to dig up the road so in my opinion a fire hydrant is a good idea. I am curious as to when Hubbell is going to start this water project?” After much discussion the Board will table as they would like to speak with Kyle direct.
3.WATER DISTRICT RESOLUTION #23 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed to transfer funds to balance the Water District accounts.  A motion made to approve was made by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with 4 in favor, one absent.  WATER 
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DISTRICT RESOLUTION #24 OF 2019: the following resolution was proposed for the 2019 Unmetered and Metered water billing reflected the rate increases which was authorized due to certain proposed Water District improvements. The total amount collected to date on said billing for Unmetered is $2,124.31 and Metered is $1,692.17 for a total amount collected of $3,816.48. Therefore, be it resolved to authorize the Supervisor to take one half of the total amount collected thus far, for the total of $1,908.24 and transfer this amount to the Water Improvement Account to be used for improvements in the Water District.  The Water District Debt Services billing for 2019 year the total amount collected to date is $2,851.95 and transferred this amount to the Water Improvement Account to be used for improvements in the Water District. Therefore, may it be resolved to authorize the Supervisor to transfer the total sum of $4,760.19 to the Water Improvement Account as per the aforementioned.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Murray, 2nd by Commissioner Peters, with 4 in favor, one absent.
WATER DISTRICT WARRANT #9 contained vouchers #140-154, totaling $6,318.11 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner        Murray, with 4 in favor, one absent.

EFC-PHASE 2 WATER PROJECT WARRANT #29 contained vouchers #79-80, totaling $7,733.11 was audited and approved for payment on a motion by Commissioner Peters, 2nd by Commissioner Murray, with 4 in favor, one absent.
