SITE PLAN UPDATE: Windham Mountain Master Plan, South Street. Received updated plans which also 
include conceptual plans for the Adventure Center and the Golf Course. All updates are available to view on 
the Town website. Reviewed the entire plan: 46 town houses, 20 single family houses, adjusted some of the 
stormwater, long term public access commitment, agreed to keep tickets open for local resorts. Windham 
Mountain Adventure Center will still have the tubing park and will add 2 pool areas, tennis courts both 
indoor and outdoor, paddleball courts. The Golf course will be redesigned and expanded. Received 
comments from Delaware and working on responses. Tubing park will remain open to the public but the 
Adventure Canter and Golf Course will be for members only. 
 
SITE PLAN UPDATE: Ziad Barghash, Windham Skye, CR 10, TM# 46.00-1-22. Received comments from 
Delaware working on responses. Motion to reclassify project SEQR as Type I action was made by Poelker, 
seconded by Troccoli with 4 in favor and 1 absent.
